40 Below Window Tape can also 
be used as a Rigid Air Barrier Tape. 
 
Subject to the following Conditions & Limitations: 
a. The certificate holder must maintain compliance with the conditions set out in Section 15 of the Building (Product Certification) Regulations 

2008. 
b. This product can be applied in temperature ranges of between -40c to +65c. 
c. Ensure all surfaces to which 40 Below Window Tape is applied are clean, dry and free of dust. 
d. 40 Below Window Tape is to be applied only in areas as decribed in the Masons 40 Below Window Tape Installation Instruction April 2014  

and on the packaging. It should not be used in areas where it has the potential to be exposed to heat such as chimney flues. 
e. When applying 40 Below Window Tape to LOSP treated timber, ensure the solvent has been allowed to flash off prior to installing the 

product.
